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Welcome to the Town Hall Meeting for Kids’ 
Kairos.  

Pray 

This process started in May 2023 in a 
brainstorming session. Much prayer. Much 
planning. More prayer … has gone into the 
writing of Kids’ Kairos.  

 

I want to introduce you to the writing team 
that has been working so hard for the past 
two plus years. 

 

Kids’ Kairos is an elementary discipleship 
and worldview course that helps kids live on 
mission with God, pray for unreached people 
groups locally and globally, and appreciate 
the beauty of the many cultures God created. 
 
We have designed Kids’ Kairos with a block 
scheme. The red blocks are the must haves 
for each session. The green blocks are “extra” 
activities which build the theme of the session 

 

Historical Foundations give stability to the four 
other sections of Kids’ Kairos. The four 
sections include Biblical, Strategic, Culture, 
and Integration. 
 
His Story videos …. 
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Kids’ Kairos has 9 sessions to coincide with 
Adult Kairos in a Kid-size framework. The first 
four lessons are in the Biblical emphasis. 
Session 1 introduces the kids to “The Bible as 
on big story”. Session 2 helps the kids to 
know that they are blessed to be a blessing. 
Session 3 makes kids aware that God’s heart 
is for all nations to know Him. Session 4 
invites kids to be on Co-mission with Him be 
sharing the Good News 

 

STRATEGIC 
Session 5 focuses on prayer 
Session 6 prepares kids to say YES to God. 
Pray Give Go 
Session 7 brings attention to building bridges 
to share the Good News with other cultures. 
Session 8 invites kids to be part of the World 
Christian Team 
INTEGRATION 
Session 9: Ready Set Go .... join God on  
mission 
CULTURAL aspects are scattered throughout 
the lessons.  

 

Kids’ Kairos doesn’t have a full history 
session. Instead, “His Story” videos in 
sessions 2-8 bring the past to life, showing 
how God worked through His People and how 
kids are part of that same story today. 
 
This is an expensive part of this curriculum. It 
will be well worth it when the kids “catch” His 
Story within these stories. 

 

Saying YES to God leads you on a great 
adventure with God. There is a challenge in 
each 5-minute story.  
 
Cameron Townsend said Yes to God, and it 
led him to begin Wycliffe Bible Translators.  
 
Dwayne King loved flying and loved sharing 
the gospel, so missions’ aviation was a great 
fit for him. 
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Since Kid’s Kairos is designed to go 
alongside of adult Kairos, the Director needs 
to have been through Kairos to keep the 
values of Kairos as the basis for Kid’s Kairos. 
The more people that have completed Kairos 
the better.

The Culture Museum portion of Kids’ Kairos 
will help the kids learn about other cultures. 9 
“museums” have been written to get you 
started. Activities include food, clothing, 
games, landmarks, animals, holidays from 
around the world, and crafts. This is a great 
way to introduce kids to other cultures. 

 

There is a lot of flexibility with the Culture 
Museums. You can choose activities that you 
want for the times that you have available. If 
there is an interest in a certain country/nation, 
activities can be developed for them.  

 

We recommend a minimum of 1.5 hours per 
session with additional Culture Museum 
activities if needed. You may think that 
sounds like a lot of time, but it is time quickly 
goes by. 
 
Other timing options 
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The Welcome and Introduction time has 
activities, crafts and games that draw kids into 
each session. One activity has a direct 
connection to the Large Group time. 

 

Large Group time is where the Bible lesson is 
taught. Worship songs are sung.  An 
Unreached People Group will be introduced.  
A “His Story” video will tell the story of 
missions and missionaries. 

 

As the kids learn about the Unreached People 
Groups, they will be learning about different 
worldviews and how to pray for them. A 
“prayer suitcase” has been created to help the 
kids pray for specific needs of each UPG.  
The kids are eager to pray while holding an 
object. 

 

Small Groups give an opportunity for kids to  
have a closer relationship with their small 
group leader. This is an important connection. 
Prayer for UPG, Reflection discussion with 
small group of peers; Response time in the 
“Kids’ Kairos Journal”, and a memory verse 
for the lesson (with accompanying stickers. 
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The Kids’ Kairos Journal is a way for the kids 
to respond to what they learned that day. 
There are 2 to 4 pages per session. It is a 
place for the kids to put their memory verse 
stickers for that session. These journals stay 
with the group and can be taken home at the 
end of session 9. 

 

A sticker with the memory verse for each 
session is added to the Kids’ Kairos Journal. 
A great way to keep God’s word hidden in 
their hearts. These will serve as a reminder 
when the kids look back at the journal. 

 

A Family Activity Page will be sent home after 
each session. There is a description of what 
was learned, the memory verse and family 
activity (to reinforce the lesson) is on the 
front. On the back side, the UPG explanation 
and a QR code for more information, as well 
as songs with QR codes

● The His Story Videos will be $42,000 
to create the 7 videos. We consider it 
a necessary investment. 

● Other costs: Pilot Testing, Training, 
Translation into other languages, 
Printing of kid materials, Promotional 
materials

identify areas of weakness and to encourage 
us too.
